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Fiscal Year 2009, Charitable Gaming Report
Washington County, Maryland

Overview

Washington County’s charitable gaming sales amdmees for fiscal year 2009,
continued to show a steep decline. The figures ghawcharitable gaming is not
immune from the economic issues that federal, staie local governments, as well as
the private sector are facing. Further compounttegoroblem is the fact that charitable
giving is at an all time low. Therefore, the chalpie organizations that Washington
County Gaming supports have demonstrated an irereageed. As a remedy to cuts in
federal, state, and local funding, charitable orgaions are depending on Washington
County Gaming to provide a lifeline to fill the byetary gaps left as a result of funding
cuts. This dependence on charitable gaming revgniaess an even greater emphasis on
the need to keep control of charitable gaminglatal level.

Washington County Gaming provided funding to 87rithlle organizations
within Washington County in fiscal year 2009. Onglist 4, 2009, the Washington
County Gaming Commission announced the distributiio2,235,510.40 to 86 local
charitable organizations and the Washington CoWMotynteer Fire and Rescue
Association. This year’s total represents a deeredd5% when compared to the fiscal
year 2008, and a 2-year decline of 25 %.

Maryland State Statute requires that 50% of the iBgufund revenues be
distributed to the Washington County Fire and Regkssociation. This year the
Association received $1,117,755.20 from the Garfimgd. In May of 2009, the Gaming
Commission received 121 applications for fundiranfrl04 organizations requesting a
total of $2,648,119.96. The Gaming Commission alae to either fully or partially
fund 86 of the funding requests with the $1,117,Z6%vailable for distribution.

In fiscal year 2009, a total of 60,456 tip jars &eold. This figure represents a
13% decrease in sales when compared to fiscal2@8. The gross revenue reported for
fiscal year 2009, was $54,395,530.00. This figemesents a decrease of 14.7% when
compared to fiscal year 2008. The gross profit ftbmsale of tip jars reported during
fiscal year 2009 was $9,245,943.25. This figureesents a 15% decrease when
compared to fiscal year 2008.

When analyzing the figures for fiscal year 20@% important to consider that
the operators do not retain the reported grossweelThe gross revenue is best defined
as the amount of money that has been wagered. astenajority of the money wagered
is returned to the customer when they present “intnnumbers” to the operator. In
fiscal year 2009, 83% or $45,149,586.75 of the ipom@gered was returned to the
customer. It is also important to consider thattihgar operator does not retain the entire
amount of the gross profit listed. From the totalsg profit you must deduct the
operator’s contribution to the Washington Countyr@®@& Fund in order to determine the
net profit. Not for profit clubs contribute 15%,dafor profit establishments such as
taverns and liquor stores contribute 50% of theasg profits to the fund. You must also
deduct the cost of the tip jar packet from the gq@®fit to calculate the operator’'s net
proceeds. The Gaming Office has estimated the netgbrofit at 10% of the gross
revenue or $5,662,167.48 (see included net-ptofit Ehart). Temporary license holders
and fire/rescue departments do not contributeed@aming Fund. They retain the entire
gross profit, less the cost of the tip jar packet aperating expenses.




Charitable gaming in Washington County continuelsd@ very important, well-
regulated source of revenue for the local econdegause of charitable gaming, small
businesses are able to generate revenues to hmfpeosate for increased operating
expenses such as fuel, electric, and healthcateFrasernal clubs and veterans’
organizations are enabled to continue to suppeit ghilanthropic purposes, and
compensate for the increase in operating expeRgesand rescue companies are better
enabled to pay for upgrades to fire fighting equepitras required by State and Federal
regulations. Equally if not of greater importansdhe fact that a legislatively determined
portion of the revenues generated by small buseses$saternal clubs, and veterans’
organizations, are dedicated to support non-pcbftritable organizations in Washington
County who depend on this funding for their conéidexistence.

Since the conception of regulated tip jar gamin@985, the Washington County
Gaming Commission has distributed more than 4Qaniltlollars to bona fide charitable
organizations.
